 At the end of every December we celebrate the gift of Jesus, and then get ready to 

celebrate the gift of another year, but only one of those has the power to change our 

lives. Every year I see and read the phrase “New Year, New Me.” It’s one of the most 

consistently failing claims that people put their hopes in. The belief that somehow, 

because the calendar turns over, that my life will automatically turn over, isn’t going to 

pan out. If the only thing that changes is the month and year, then my life will likely be 

the same. If I keep the same old thinking, follow the same old patterns, and live out the 

same old behavior, why should I expect a new result? No calendar has the power to 

make a new me. 

 But God does… 

 Jesus said that one of the reasons the Father sent Him is that we may have an 

abundant life. That tells me that I can’t have that outside of Him. Jesus told us not only  

that we could, but that we must have a new birth. (John 3:3) 

Peter said that we have been “born again, not of perishable seed, but of imperishable, 

through the living and abiding word of God” (1 Peter 1:23 ESV) 

Ezekiel tells us that God will take our old heart and give us a new one (Ex. 36:26) 

Paul told us that we can walk in a brand new life (Gal. 2:20) 

But the only way to get the new, is to abandon the old. 

 Jesus gives s brief, but powerful, teaching on what it takes to get the new… 

“And no one pours new wine into old wineskins. Otherwise, the new wine will burst the 

skins; the wine will run out and the wineskins will be ruined. No, new wine must be poured 

into new wineskins.” Luke 5:37-38 NIV
